
                     MEDIA BIAS ON STEM CELLS 
  
   Last year there was much propaganda about the need for embryonic stem cell research, which results in the 
destruction of newly conceived human beings, although it hasn’t produced any useful cures. 
   In contrast non-embryonic stem cells which do not require destruction of embryos, have over 70 proven cures, 
   People ignore the fact that umbilical cord stem cells enabled a 37 year old woman in South Korea to walk after 
19 years of paralysis. Such stem cells have also grown a small artificial liver, which should greatly help drug 
testing 
  
   Other successes include stem cells from fatty tissue forming into smooth muscle cells essential  to the 
movement of the intestine, blood vessels and urinary tract; stem cells that can be directed to turn into five types 
of cells, including bone, blood vessel and nerve cells; stem cells from bone marrow producing the insulin-
producing cells which could cure diabetes. 
Stem cells from small blood vessels growing new muscle tissue, ideal for treating muscular dystrophy; heart 
valves that have been grown from stem cells extracted from amniotic fluid; and heart tissue damaged by an 
attack has been repaired by stem cells extracted from a tiny amount of heart. 
   Stem cell medical research that involves the killing of unborn human beings is not only unethical, it is totally
